AAliyy Ibn al-Hasanlbn Hibatullaah Ibn “Asakir, the Damascene
scholar and mmorizer ofhadeeth He was born in the year 550K

(as he wrote with his own hand), in an honourable and grand house.
He, mayAllah have mercy on him, paid close attention to obtaining
knowledge at a young age. He learned the knowledge of the Religion
from QubudDeen, Mas’ud An-Naysaburiyy, whose daughter lbn
NAsakir later married. He also learned from his uncleHalidh
Abul-Qasim, SharafueDeen *Abdullah Ibn Muhammad Ibn Abu
AAsrun, Asma Bint Muhammadlbn atHasanlbn Tahir and her
sister, Aminah among others.

He taught figh (knowledge of the rules of the Religion) and narrated
hadeethin Makkah, Damascus, and Jerusalem, as well as in other
places. In his book, ASiyaar, adkDhahabiyy related that a number

of the known scholars praised hifgjud-deen “AbdulWahheb Ibn
~Aliyy as-Subkiyy, also known as Ibn &Subkiyy said in hisbook,
Tabaat ashShef | ~ i yHe &shhe lagt that combined knowledge
and performance. The people of his era agreed on regarding him
greatlyfor his mind and religiousises . 0

Abu Sheamah, in his book, Dhaylr-Rawdatayn, saidfiOne night
King aFMu™adhdham sent for Ibn Asakir to assign him as the
judge. He sat IbnAsakir next to him and offered him food, but lbn
NAsakir abstained. To aWlu*adhdha ns@nsisting that he bassigned
with the judiciary, Ibn Asgkir replied that he would make
“istikharah (to pray tdAllah to guide him to the correct decision). Ibn
NAsakir returned to his room that was by the mathrof the

Companions (in the Umayyad Mosque) and went insidepiidged

at night in the mosque tdllah and cried until FajrWhen the
mor ni ng c asmessistaritstcame koihim,godt he was adamant
in refusing the position and instead recommended Ibn al
Harastaniyy. Ibn "Asakir had feared that he would be forcem t
accept this position and had prepared his family to leave the city. His
students had gone before him to Allepo-"Aadil, the ruler of
Allepo and the brother of @&lu~adhdham, feeling pity for lbn
NAsakir, sent them back. His heart had softened for'Wsekir and

he told him to name someone else for that position. So Ibn ~Asakir
named lbn aHarastaniyy."

So often tira has brought hardships,
and with them, mercies (froAdlah).”

Ibn MAsakir compiled many works in figh arfthdeeth He died on
the 10" of Rajab in the year 620.4.. Very few people did not
attend his funeral. He was buried in the Cemetery of the Sufis i
Damascus.
